edition of the Bulletin regarding the proposal from BT for
the removal of 39 phone boxes from around the Rother
District in order to re-align provision to meet consumer
demand. These 39 payphones were identified by BT as
being infrequently used by consumers and therefore
proposed for removal under full consultation.

BT charged Rother District Council, as the local
authority, with initiating its own consultation process to
canvass the views of the local community, involving
community or parish councils.

As part of this consultation process Rother District
Council consulted with its elected members and with the
Parish and Town Councils requesting comments on the
proposed removals. All comments received were
collated and a complete document of response sent
through to BT for their consideration.

The Council recognised that with the increasing use of
mobile phones, the commercial viability of some of the
telephone boxes within Rother may be brought into
guestion. However, the service that these facilities
provide to those without access to a phone or when they
are required in an emergency situation was also
recognised.

BT has now sent the following response concerning the
39 payphones proposed for removal in Rother:

"BT cannot remove a payphone if there is not
another facility within 400 metres, without council
consent, therefore those payphones objected to will
remain in place. Therefore, it is the council that has
determined the results of the consultation.

However, objections will be analysed and we may
appeal against any that do not appear to us to be
justifiable. But, analysis will be a lengthy process
and may be done in conjunction with the results of
the Adopt a Kiosk scheme. As the review
programme is a national programme it is likely to be
quite a while before we know if we are going to
appeal or not."

INCREASING THE NUMBER OF OLDER
VOLUNTEERS HELPING WITH SPORT AND ACTIVE
RECREATION SESSIONS

Volunteers are important to enabling many activities to
happen. Particularly with 2012 on the way and with
volunteering focusing high on local area agreements,
Adrian Gaylon is working closely with several agencies
to support volunteering initiatives around sport. One of
these includes looking at utilising older volunteers who
can often be forgotten as a valuable resource in the
community. A group, including Age Concern, Amicus
Horizon, Action in Rural Sussex and Hastings & Rother
Primary Care Trust, have had an initial discussion with
Sports Leaders UK on developing a specific course to
support volunteers leading or supporting community
activities. Sports Leaders UK (www.sportleaders.org)
provide nationally recognised awards and are keen to
develop a pilot scheme in Rother that can be aimed
particularly at older volunteers.

Ideally it would bring more people in to support a range
of activities from dance to short mat bowls and provide
further opportunities for volunteers to take specific
governing body awards that would allow them to lead a
new activity. One aim would be to increase activities for
older people but transferable skills would enable the
individual, when trained, to support sessions for other
ages. The basic course is a day, with a new recreational
leaders award likely to be training for around 35 hours.

Council Budgets and the Credit Crunch 7

COUNCIL BUDGETS AND THE CREDIT CRUNCH
Report on Local Government Association one-day
conference

The conference was organised by the LGA’s Liberal
Democrat Group. There were presentations from
Stephen Jones, the LGA's Director of Finance and
Performance, Executive members for Finance from
Sheffield City Council, London Borough of Sutton,
Somerset County Council and Islington Council. The
keynote session was delivered by Vince Cable MP.

Some of the questions addressed were:

How can Council Tax be kept down to help
residents facing economic hardship?

How do inflationary pressures impact on
budgets?

The main points of relevance to Rother District
Council:

We should track carefully the level of rate
collection. Nationally council tax collection is
slightly ahead of this time last year. Business rate
collection is down, not yet enough to ring alarm
bells.

We should monitor investments and our criteria
and policy for investment. (Note this conference
was held after Northern Rock nationalisation, but
before the Icelandic banks crisis.)

We should know which streams of council
income are reducing. Somerset reported an 80%
reduction in Land Searches. Some councils have
a higher ratio of income through fees and
charges than council tax.

Councillors should be aware of the balance
between fees and council tax and keep track of
costs (e.g. free bus passes, free swimming) and
losses (e.g. car parks). We should also be aware
of any S106 funding which has been dropped or
renegotiated.

We should be aware of the impact of the lack of
growth in the planning delivery grant.

The most severe impact on the budget may be
the reduction of capital receipts, which overall
fund a third of capital expenditure. The forecast is
a drop of 20-50% across local government.

continued/... - There will clearly be an increased number of
residents becoming eligible for benefits. (Across
the country there is a substantial number of
benefits unclaimed). This is an important way of
not only supporting residents in difficulty, but
allowing more money to flow into the local
economy.

Councillors should ensure that residents have
access to financial advice through RDC or
partners, e.g. CAB.

We should keep track of the contribution rates
and assumptions made about the pension fund.
What is the future cost of employees’ contribution
to the pension fund?

We should be aware of the level of
repossessions in the district.

We should know of increased energy costs
across our services.

We should review our policy on the level of
reserves.

The advice to local government:

Support homelessness budgets

Work with housing associations for a programme
of taking over homes which are repossessed and
renting them back to occupiers so people are not
pushed into homelessness

Share best practice in the prevention of
homelessness

Fund capital projects

Help businesses in renting units.

Invest to save rather than salami slicing a budget.
Efficiency doesn’t mean reducing services. There
is no correlation between tax levels and value for
money.

In general the view was that under spending is
rather a bad thing to do in the current climate.

EMMAUS VISIT

On 13 October Councillor David Russell and Director Of
Services, Tony Leonard, were invited, along with
Hastings Borough Council and East Sussex County
Council, to visit the Emmaus Project in Angers, France.

About Emmaus

Abbe Pierre, a hero of the French resistance and a
Member of the French Parliament, started the Emmaus
Movement in 1949. He had built up close connections
with the street-homeless of Paris and created homeless
communities that became self-sufficient and put respect
and independence back into the lives of the homeless.

From this pioneering work, a movement grew up which
now boasts 320 Emmaus Communities, spread across
four continents. Abbe Pierre died last year and was
honoured with a state funeral in Paris.

Emmaus UK

There are 15 Emmaus self-sufficient communities of
formerly homeless people in the UK that have already
been established, the nearest one being in Brighton.

Each Emmaus community is a distinct secular entity
with a mission to serve those in greatest need. The
Communities are populated by Companions, formerly
street homeless, who live and work together to form the
Community. They aim, and in most cases achieve, not
to be dependent on benefits but earn income from the
communities business and thus sustain themselves. In
Brighton it is more aligned to furniture repairs whereas
in Angers it was focused on recycling. The Communities
surplus income is given to others in need. Emmaus
Communities have a strong independence ethic and,
after a start-up period, do not seek revenue support
funding.

Emmaus Hastings & Rother was born out of an
invitation by the Trustees of Sussex Emmaus to
community leaders from Hastings and Rother to witness
the work of Companions at Emmaus Brighton & Hove in
June 2005. All of the visitors were deeply impressed
and two months later, under the chairmanship of the late
Derek Norcross, decided to form a steering group with
the objective of setting up a new Emmaus Community in
the eastern part of East Sussex. Members of the
steering group further familiarised themselves with the
objectives and achievement of Emmaus by visiting the
Communities in Dover, Cambridge, St. Albans and
Angers (France). From the beginning they envisaged
establishing a social enterprise with the three objectives
of achieving reductions in:

long-term unemployment
homelessness; and
the amount of household waste sent to disposal

In late 2007 following steady progress in the formulation
of a business plan, exploration of means of raising
capital and appraisal of potential sites, EHR was
incorporated as a company limited by guarantee and
became a trial member of Emmaus International and an
affiliate member of Emmaus UK. In April 2008 it
became a Registered Charity.

EHR has been supported through its formative stages
by Emmaus Brighton and Hove which pledged £200,000
to help the new group acquire property and get started.
Another supporter has made a statement of intent to
give a large grant, dependant on the scale of property
required. In common with other Emmaus Communities it
is intended that once the Community is established it
should be financially self-sufficient with no need to seek
revenue support funding.

Rather than focusing on the conventional Emmaus
model of solely receiving and selling surplus household
items for reuse, the Hastings and Rother group aspires
to operate a social enterprise business, receiving and
recycling a wide variety of household wastes as it is
achieved by several Emmaus Communities in France,
notably by that at Angers in the Loire valley. Under this
model, the Emmaus Community works in partnership
with the local authority operating a substantial
household waste and recycling facility.

Emmaus Hastings & Rother identifies considerable
benefits, not only to itself but also to the local
community, in operating under this model and is now
seeking a suitable site together with the intention of
local authority support for the proposal.

EHR are seeking to work with ESCC on the matter of
recycling as the disposal authority but will also be
seeking to work with HBC and RDC on possible sites
and business intentions. We await their proposals.

EAST SUSSEX COUNTY COUNCIL HEALTH
OVERVIEW AND SCRUTINY COMMITTEE (HOSC)
UPDATE

This article is to update on the issues which HOSC has
been, and will be, working on this year, and particularly
how they relate to Rother.

The work programme has been, as usual, a mix of
county-wide issues which have been relevant to Rother
as well as the rest of the county, and some more
localised issues. Here are some highlights:

Review of Stroke Services

As part of the HOSC 2008 Work Programme a review of
Stroke Services across East Sussex will focus on the
following three areas:

- public and professional awareness of stroke
symptoms and prevention;

- provision of rehabilitation and long term support
for stroke survivors; and

- configuration of acute hospital stroke services

This review is being chaired by Rother's HOSC
representative, Councillor Miss Angharad Davies.
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East Sussex Health O & S Committee

PCT data shows that in 2006/7 2,400 people
in Rother were recorded as having had a stroke or TIA
(‘'mini stroke"). Rother has the highest prevalence of
stroke compared to all the other districts in East Sussex,
meaning this review is of particular significance to
Rother residents. The Review Board has visited the
Irvine Unit at Bexhill Hospital as part of its overview on
stroke rehabilitation across the county. It has met up
with Adult Social Services to review links both in
hospital and in the community.

The review board has visited the Acute Stroke Unit at
the Conquest and will be visiting Brighton and
Eastbourne facilities. The board has liaised with general
practitioners and will be linking with the PCT at a Patient
and Carer Workshop. The board will examine how
awareness of stroke symptoms and treatment can be
raised with the Public. Patients, Carers and the Public
are being encouraged to contact the stroke review

Fit for the Future/maternity strategy

Following HOSC's considerable work over the past 18
months in relation to the PCTs' proposals for maternity
services, and the Secretary of State's decision to retain
consultant-led obstetric services in both Hastings and
Eastbourne, the focus is now switching to the
development of a safe and sustainable model which will
provide high quality care across both sites. HOSC will
be scrutinising this closely, watching a range of quality
indicators to ensure standards are maintained at the
Congquest and Eastbourne, and ensuring that local
people and stakeholders, including those in Rother, are
involved in the process of developing a new model.

Choice and Booking

Department of Health figures have shown that Hastings
and Rother PCT area is well below the national average
in terms of patients being offered a choice of provider
for their hospital/secondary care. HOSC has been
scrutinising the poor progress in this area and ensuring
the PCT has action plans in place for addressing the
issues and ensuring patients receive both choice and
the option to book an appointment at a convenient date
and time using the Choose and Book system.
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Older People's Mental Health Strategy

HOSC is monitoring progress with the PCTs' and Adult
Social Care's joint strategy for older people's mental
health services. Given that Rother has the highest
percentage of population aged 65+ of all East Sussex
districts, this topic is particularly relevant. HOSC is also
following the progress of a pilot service for people with
early stages of dementia - the '"Memory Assessment and
Support Team' which currently only operates in the
Bexhill and Rother area.

Forthcoming topics include the introduction of the HPV
vaccine against cervical cancer for teenage girls (a topic
suggested by Councillor Miss Davies), the Ambulance
Trust's strategy for its ambulance stations, the re-
provision of day and vocational mental health services
for adults (including ensuring all areas of the county are
catered for, especially rural areas) and ongoing scrutiny
of the availability of NHS dentistry.

I hope this gives a flavour of topics HOSC has been and
will be scrutinising on behalf of local people. Further
information will be forthcoming through the regular
HOSC newsletters and annual report (due early 2009),
available at www.eastsussexhealth.org/.
